The middle four sentences in each passage have been removed and jumbled up. These are labeled P, Q, R and S. You are required to find out the proper sequence of these sentences from the given alternatives (a), (b), (c) and (d), in order to from a meaningful paragraph :
1. S1: When the earth rumbles and trembles and we feel the floor
         moving away from under our feet, you can be sure that it is
         an earthquake.
    S6: As these rock plates are not on solid ground they
         constantly move or rub against each other causing earth
         tremors.
    P : We now know that under the hard earth crust, there are
         large, thick, rocky plates floating on molten rock.
    Q : She punished them by causing earthquakes and tidal waves
         and making volcanoes erupt.
    R : Now we know that this is only a myth.
    S : In olden days when man did not know what caused
         earthquake, he believed that it occurred when mother earth
         was angry with  her wicked children.

    R : Anxiety before an examination or while waiting to catch the
         last bus home are common experiences.
    S : The person experiences psychological and physical
         discomfort.

    S : While he worked as a clerk, Ramanujan continued to pour
         out mathematical results, using excess wrapping paper from
         the office to scribble down his formulae.
