The fact is that the achievements of science become meaningless and harmful if they do not bring about the moral regeneration of man.

In the words of modern scientists charity, sympathy, fellow-being and the likes do not count much now. It looks as though the study of science has dried up the springs of humanity within man and turned him into a robot.
