In 1952 Mother Teresa opened her first home for the dying which allowed people
to die with dignity. She often spent time with those who were dying. In 1979 she was
awarded the Nobel Peace Prize.

Over the last two decades of her life, Mother Teresa suffered various health
problems but nothing could stop her from fulfilling her mission of serving the poor and
needy. Mother Teresa was a living saint who offered a great example and inspiration
to the world.
