Here we have a highly evolved civilization of essentially non-Aryan type, now

known to have employed massive fortifications... What destroyed this firmly settled

civilization ? Climatic, economic or political deterioration may have weakened it, but

its ultimate extinction is more likely to have been completed by deliberate and large-

scale destruction. It may be no mere chance that at a late period of Mohenjodaro men,

women and children, appear to have been massacred there. On circumstantial

evidence, Indra stands accused.
